YHWH

* Because the Jews took

the commandment not
to take the Lord’s name
in vain so seriously they
would not say, or write,
the Tetragrammaton if
they could at all help it

Embarrassingly, the
church has anglicized
this incorrectly to the
word “Jehovah”

Modern translations
usually write “LORD”

Originally this Psalm
would have been sung
at a coronation and we
see this scenario played
out repeatedly in the
books of Kings and
Chronicles.

Note that Kings in the
Davidic line were on
the throne by the will
of God.
