* While in Philippi Paul
was followed about
by a demon
possessed slave girl

* After the demon was
driven out her
masters had Paul
thrown in prison

The Philippian Jailor
Acts 16:35-40

As a Roman Citizen it
was illegal for them
to beat and imprison
Paul without cause

Paul used his Roman
citizenship to protect
the gospel
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* Paul excludes no
believer in this letter

* “Saints” —the ones
God set apart for
Himself

* “in Christ Jesus” —
positioned in Christ
(Romans 6:3;
Ephesians 1:13)

“overseers” —
synonym for elders

Acts 20:17, 28
Titus 1:5, 7
“deacons” — servants

The church at
Philippiwas 10 years
old and had people
in both offices.
