* Much like the
Hallelujah Chorus of
Handel’s Messiah this
psalm brings the glory
of God to the forefront

* Here we see that the
Lord alone is worthy of
all praise

God describes Himself

in Scripture as a Jealous
God

Exodus 34:14

Is it troubling that God
describes himself in this
way?

Much like a loving
husband would never
share his wife, God
does not long for us to
praise anyone but Him
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The word “praise” is
repeated 13 times in
these 6 short verses

The word picture here
is “to make clear” or to
allow to shine forth

True worship is allowing
the Lord’s glory to shine
through in every
expression

Praise is about Him!

* The word “Praise” is

hallel

“LORD"” here translates
the word “Jah” or “Yah”
which is an
abbreviation for
Yahweh — the personal,

redemptive name of
God

Psalm 150 opens and
closes with this
expression
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The first thing the
Psalmist points out is
where the Lord is to be
glorified

His sanctuary” —is His
holy place.

This speaks of the
Heavenly Realm where
God and His angels
dwell

Heaven rings with the
Praise of God.

* “mighty firmament”
could be translated
“the great expanse”
