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* Paul wrote to Titus,

whom he had sent to
appointelders and
instruct believers in
Crete on how the
church should operate

Titus 1 deals primarily
with the character of
Godlinessin leadership
roles in the church

Titus 2 deals with how
the church functions

* |n Titus 2:1-6 he writes

with a structure that
deals with Older Men-
Older Women —
Younger women and
then younger men.

Notice that Paul is not
giving nice suggestions
—these are commands
—direct appealsto the
will.

* Thisis God’s will for us.
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* We need older women.

The ministry of the
older women is vital
and not in any way an
option

Itis easy to get
confused surrounding
ideas about “ministry”
and “service”

Our culture values
programs above people

* But what could be

more valuable in our
church besides mothers

We seldom realize that
the Life and Character
of Christ is the most
valuable ministry that
we can have

Thisis what it is to be
ready at all times, in
season and out.
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* The younger mothers
NEED support

These younger women
have one of the most
important tasks in all of
creation!

They are our most
undervalued resource
and they often times go
days, weeks or months
without recognition

* These younger women
need an outlet, they
need to be encouraged
to love their children
and support their
husbands

* They need care and
encouragementso that
their fears and
concernsdon’t
overtake them.
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* Notice the purpose of
this discipleship
relationship that is
commanded to take
place:

* “So that the word of
God may not be
blasphemed.”

* Mothers honor God
every day, by being
mothers.

Mothers are gospel
carriers, missionaries to
the home.

A condescending or
negative view of
motherhood dishonors
the very word of God

Thatis how important
this institution is to
God, it exists to His
glory and honor.
