In the Old Testament
the typical word for
worship means “to bow
down, to worship”

This word is used for
reverent submission,
service and singing

New Testament word:
“bow down” “kiss
towards”

Biblical worship is
preoccupation with
God - reverence, love,
obedience and respect

thought
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The Hebrew word for
“praise” is the base for
the word “Hallelujah!”

t means to shout or
proclaim words of
praise or laudation —
“to be clear”

means to “speak well
of” and, thus, to praise

* Biblical worship should
be...well... Biblical!
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Many Hymns and
worship songs use
scripture directly, but
not appropriate
Scripture for us!
